The contractor and the County of Essex, (hereafter "Owner") do hereby agree that the
provisions of Title II of the Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990 (the "Act") (42 U.S.C.
812.101 et seq.), which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability by public entities in all
services, programs and activities provided or made available by public entities, and the rules
and regulations promulgated pursuant thereunto, are made a part of this contract. In providing
any aid, benefit,' or service on behalf of the Owner pursuant to this contract, the contractor
agrees that the performance shall be in strict compliance with the Act. In the event the
contractor,i ts a gents, servants, employees, 0 r subcontractors violate '0 rare' alleged to have
violated the Act during the performance of this contract, the contractor shall defend the Owner
in a ny action 0 r administrative proceeding commenced pursuant to this Act. The contractor
shall indemnify, protect, and save harmless the Owner, its agents, servants, and employees
from and against any and all suits, claims, losses, demands, or damages of whatever kind or
nature arising out of or claimed to arise out of the alleged violation. The contractor shall, at it
own expense, appear, defend, and pay any and all charges for legal services and any and all
costs and other expenses arising from such action or administrative proceeding or incurred in
connection therewith. In any and all complaints brought pursuant tot he 0 wner's grievance
procedure, the contractor' agrees to abide by any decision of the Owner 'which is rendered
pursuant to said grievance procedure. If any action or administrative proceeding results in an
award of damages against the Owner, or if the Owner incurs any expense to cure a violation of
the ADA which has been brought pursuant to its grievance procedure, the contractor shall
satisfy and discharge the same at its own expense.

The Owner shall, as soon as practicable after a claim has been made against it, give written
notice thereof tot he contractor a long with full a nd complete particulars 0 f the claim. If any
action or administrative proceeding is brought against the Owner or any of its agents, servants,
and employees, the Owner shall expeditiously forward of have forwarded to the contractor
every demand, complaint, notice, summons, pleading, or other process received by the Owner
or its representatives.

It is expressly agreed and understood that any approval by the Owner of the services provided
by the contractor pursuant to this contract will not relieve the'contractor of the obligation to
comply with the Act and to defend, indemnify, protect, and save harmless the Owner pursuant
to this paragraph.

It is further agreed and understood that the Owner assumes no obligation to indemnify or save
harmless the contractor, its agents, servants, employees and subcontractors for any claim
which may arise out of their performance of this Agreement. Furthermore, the contractor
expressly understands and agrees that the provisions of this indemnification clause shall in no
way limit the contractor's obligations assumed in this Agreement, nor shall they be construed to
relieve the contractor from any liability, nor, preclude the Owner from taking any other actions
available to it under any other provisions of this Agreement or otherwise at law.

Revised Contract Language for BRC Complian~e

Goods and Services Contracts (including purchase orders)

N.J.S.A. 52:32-44 imposes the following requirements on contractors and all subcontractors that
knowingly provide goods or perform services for a contractor fulfilling this contract:

1) the contractor shall provide written notice to·its subcontractors to submit proof of
business registration to the contractor;

2) prior to receipt of final payment from a contracting agency, a contractor must
submit to the contracting agency and accurate list of all subcontractors or attest
that none was used;

3) during the tennofthis contract, the contractor and its affiliates shall collect and
remit to the Director, New Jersey Division of Taxation, the use tax due pursuant
to the Sales and Use Tax Act, (N.J.S.A. 54:32B-l et seq.) on all sales of tangible
personal property delivered into this State.

Construction Contracts (including public works relatedpurchase orders)

N.J.S.A. 52:32-44 imposes the following requirements on contractors and all subcontractors that
knowingly provide goods or perform services for a contractor
fulfilling this contract:

I) the contractor shall provide written notice to its subcontractors and suppliers to
submit proof ofbusiness registration to the contractor;

2) subcontractors through all tiers of a project must provide written notice to their
subcontractors and suppliers to submit proofofbusiness registration and
subcontractors shall collect such proofs ofbusiness registration and maintain them on
file;

3) prior to receipt of final payment from a contracting agency, a contractor must
submit to the contracting agency an accurate list ofall.subcontractors and suppliers or
attest that none was used; and

4) during the term of this contract, the contractor and its affiliates shall collect and remit,
and shall notify all subcontractors and their affiliates that they must collect and remit,
to the Director, New Jersey Division of Taxation, the use tax due pursuant to the
Sales and Use Tax Act, (N.J.S.A. 54:32B-l et seq.) on all sales of tangible personal
property delivered into this State.

A contractor, subcontractor or supplier who fails to provide proof ofbusiness registration or
provides false business registration information shall be liable to a penalty of $25 for each day of
violation, not to exceed $50,000.00 for each business registration copy not properly provided or
maintained under a contract with a contracting agency. Information on the law on its
requirements are available by calling (609) 292-9292.
